Read Chapters 11 and 12. 
The students will complete the worksheets distributed in class (Worksheet pages 
85, 86, 87 and 90, 91, 92, 93, 95, 96).  These work sheets are due at the next class 
session (October 7).   
  
The students will consider the “Essential Question:” What makes a successful 
Congress?  The students will submit a brief (5 paragraph) paper on this topic on 
October 7.  The students will receive a packet of yellow papers containing prompt 
sheets (labeled pages 99 through 101) and a sample grading sheet to guide them in 
writing the paper.  Parents are expected to grade the essay, using the 
aforementioned grading sheet (labeled page 219).  The paper is due at the October 
9 class session.

No papers from Unit 2 (Chapters 5 through 9) will be accepted after October 7. 
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
