Conducting an Experiment

Be sure to include all steps of the scientific method in your write up.  Be sure to answer all “Analysis” and “Additional Assessment” question on a separate sheet of paper.  Attach your work to this page.
Objectives:

Follow the scientific method when conducting an experiment.  

Materials:

· 2 clean small jars (baby food jars)

· tablespoon

· 2 labels

· caffeinated coffee

· decaffeinated coffee

Procedure:

1. Form and record a hypothesis.

2. On each label write the date.

3. Attach each label to one of the small jars.

4. Add the following to each jar.  Jar 1: 2 tablespoons caffeinated coffee; Jar 2: 2 tablespoons decaffeinated coffee.  Identify control on label.

5. Place both jars uncovered in the same location.

6. Make daily observations of your jars for four days.  Check for the presence of mold.

7. Record your observations in a suitable data table by making diagrams of the coffee liquid surfaces.

Analysis:

1. Which type of coffee allows mold to grow?

2. Was your hypothesis supported by your data?

3. What were the control, independent variable, and dependent variable?

Additional Assessment:

1. Where there any other questions that arose during this experiment?

2. How might these questions be answered?
